Question: Very often, we say Tachanun in Shacharit but not at Mincha (e.g., erev Rosh Chodesh or
Chanukah, every Friday, etc.). Can you think of a calendar date (not a special occasion such as a Brit)
when many congregations do NOT say Tachanun in Shacharit but DO say it in the afternoon?

Question: Yirmiyahu included chapters 1, 2 and 4 of Eicha in the scroll he had his scribe Baruch write
that was read before the king, to arouse the king and the populace to do teshuva to forfend the
destruction which was imminent. Tragically, the king tore up the scroll and threw it in the fire. Who was

Answer: Yehoyakim ben Yoshiyahu. Yirmiyahu had Baruch rewrite the scroll, and he added chapter 3 of
Eicha. See Yirmiyahu Chapter 36 and Rashi there.
